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We recommend packing all items in a suitcase, duffle bag, or any bag that is easily accessible, and does not take up too much space (your storage will be the area inside or directly outside your one-person tent which is pictured above.)

❏ (2) Complete COYOTE Class C uniforms, one worn, one packed including:

❏ Trousers (Coyote, CACC ISSUED) (2 pairs)

❏ Boots (black or tan) (1 pair)
❏ Blousing Bands or alternative method to blouse boots (1 pair)
❏ Black Cushioned Boot Socks (minimum 6 pairs)
❏ CACC Baseball Cap, and/or Black or Red Beret as earned (1 ea)

Note: All Cadets will be given a cap corresponding with their respective units for Advanced Camp. All Cadets will need their issued cap for Leadership Camp

❏ T-shirt (Black PT Shirt CACC ISSUED) (1 ea)
❏ Shorts (Plack PT Shorts CACC ISSUED) (1 ea)
❏ Sweatpants (Black PT Sweatpants CACC ISSUED) (1 ea)
❏ Athletic Shoes (1 pair)
❏ Athletic Socks (minimum 6 pairs)

Note: Pack shoes you can conformably hike, march, and get dirty in.

❏ Baby Wipes (enough for two weeks, with showers every other day)
❏ Washcloths (2 Recommended)
❏ Towels (2 Recommended)
❏ Swimsuit for showers (optional)
❏ Sleeping attire (shorts/T-Shirt, or additional set of PT uniform)
❏ At least 8 Undergarments
❏ Mesh Laundry Bag
❏ Shower Shoes
❏ Hygiene Items: facial towelettes/baby wipes, toothpaste, toothbrush, shampoo, towels, lotion, deodorant, body wash, razor and shaving cream, nail clippers, female hygiene products and some type of bag to carry it all into the shower
❏ Hand sanitizer
❏ Aloe vera (recommended)
❏ Sunscreen
❏ Chapstick
❏ Hair essentials as necessary (hair ties, bobby pins, gel, hairbrush)
❏ Notebook
❏ Black or Blue Pen (5 required)
❏ Mechanical Pencil (2 recommended)
❏ Moleskin for blisters (Recommended)
❏ Backpack (Recommended) -neutral color
❏ Flashlight (extra batteries) (you won’t have your phone)
❏ Pillow
❏ Sleeping Bag (optional- we have them to issue if you don’t have one)

DO NOT BRING
· Weapons of any kind (knives, guns, etc.)
· Drugs, alcohol, tobacco products (including e-cigarettes)
· Anything that would NOT be allowed on a school campus

Though laundry is done individually, we recommend you put your name in ALL items of clothing.
These are all the items we recommend you pack but this is not all you can bring. You are REQUIRED to bring your uniform items (Class C and PT). Please be mindful when packing that you are sleeping in an individual SINGLE PERSON tent. Throughout the week, you will only be wearing Class C Uniform and PT uniform. The California Cadet Corps will be providing tents, and we can provide sleeping bags. For uniformity reasons please do not bring your own tent. Coordinate with your Commandant to get the uniform items you need from your school. We will have additional uniform items available for issue upon arrival and throughout camp, however, we ask you to attain as much gear as possible from your unit. If you are missing additional personal items, we can provide you with female hygiene products, towels, and shower shoes.
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
